Pleasure Division:  Open to horses/ponies and riders of any status.  Judged on 
manners, performance, presence and soundness.  Mounts should stand quietly 
and back readily. 
Short/Long Stirrup Hunter Division: Open to riders of any age who have not 
shown over fences higher than 18” at any horse show.  To be shown at the walk, 
trot and canter. 
Schooling Hunter Division:  Open to horses and ponies. Fences 2’. 
Special Hunter Division: Open to horses and ponies. Fences 2’3” 
Low Hunter Division:  Open to horses and ponies. Fences 2’6” 
 

JUMPER DIVISION 
All jumper classes will be run as timed in jump off with ribbons for 1st through 
6th awarded. See time table for jump heights. 
 

Rules and Regulations 
1. All entries must include the complete addresses and signatures of the exhibitor, 

trainer and owner.   
2. Refunds of entry fees will not be made unless a veterinarian or doctor’s certificate is 

shown.  Refunds will be made if the class is canceled by the show management. 
3. Proper attire is required by competitors at all times.  Protective headgear and footwear 

is required at all times when mounted. Riders under the age of 18 must wear an 
ASTM/SEI approved helmet while mounted. 

4. The show management reserves the right to decline any entry, cancel, combine or 
divide classes as deemed necessary. 

5. Original proof of negative Coggins is required with all entries.  Pre-entries need to 
present the original on show day.  Test must be dated within 6 months of the show 
date. 

6. The decision of the judge is final. 
7. All dogs must be leashed at all times.  The show management reserves the right to 

disqualify riders or their visitors who do not abide by this rule. 
8. Water and concessions will be available on the show grounds. 
9. Classes will be divided into sections if entries warrant. 
10. While the show management strives to provide fair competition with clear guidelines 

regarding cross-entry between divisions, it is the responsibility of the trainers and 
exhibitors to compete with fairness and good sportsmanship with their fellow ex-
hibitors.  The show management asks that any disputes be presented to the secretaries 
booth. 

11. Equitation classes are open to Amateur riders of any age.  

Class & Division Descriptions 
EQUITATION DIVISIONS 

Leadline Equitation Division: Open to riders 9 and under who have not com-
peted in any show off the leadline.  Leader must be 16 or older. Handlers/riders 
must be properly attired.  To be judged at the walk and trot both ways of the ring. 
Equitation class to be judged on equitation only. Suitability of mount to count in 
suitability class. 
Beginner Walk-Trot  Equitation Division: Open to riders who have not com-
peted over fences at any horse show. Riders may cross enter into Beginner Walk-
Trot Hunter Division Only. Emphasis is on rider’s position and control of 
mount. NO GREEN HORSES PLEASE. 
Beginner Canter Equitation Division: Open to riders of any age who have not 
competed over fences at the canter at any horse show.  To be shown at the walk, 
trot and canter.  Riders may cross enter into the Walk-Trot Divisions (not Begin-
ner Walk-Trot).  NO GREEN HORSES PLEASE. 
Walk-Trot Equitation Division: Open to riders of any age who have not com-
peted in divisions that require the canter.  To be shown on the flat at the walk and 
trot only.  Fences 18”.  Riders may cross enter into Walk-Trot Hunter Division.  
NO GREEN HORSES PLEASE. 
Short/Long Stirrup Equitation Division:  Open to all riders who have not 
competed over fences higher than 18” at any horse show.  Rider may not show in 
any class requiring fences over 18”. To be shown at the walk, trot and canter. 
Fences 18”. Division will be split 12 &  under and 13 & over if entries warrant. 
Novice Equitation Division: Open to horses and ponies. Fences 2’ 
Modified Children’s/Adult  Equitation Division:  Open to horses and ponies. 
Fences 2’3” 
Junior/Amateur Adult Equitation Division: Open to horses and ponies. 
Fences 2’6” 

 
HUNTER DIVISIONS 

Elementary Hunter Division:  Open to green horses and ponies who have not 
competed over fences higher than 18” in any competition. To be shown at the 
walk, trot and canter.  Cross entry into the Green Hunter Division only.  Fences 
18” verticals.  No more than 8 to canter at one time. 
Green Hunter Division: Open to green horses and ponies who have not com-
peted over fences higher than 18” in any competition. To be shown at the walk, 
trot and canter.  Cross entry into the Elementary Hunter Division only.  Fences 
18” verticals.  No more than 8 to canter at one time. 
Beginner Walk-Trot Hunter Division: Open to horses/ponies ridden by riders 
who have not competed over fences at any horse show. Riders may cross enter 
into Beginner Walk-Trot Equitation Only. Emphasis is on the manners of the 
mount as a beginner mount, soundness and way of going. NO GREEN 
HORSES. 
Walk-Trot Hunter Division:  Open to horses of any status to be ridden by rid-
ers of any age who have not competed over fences higher than 18” in divisions 
that require the canter.  To be shown on the flat at the walk and trot only.  Riders
